FINAL DECISION AND ORDER

ISSUE:

This matter settled prior to the convening of the prehearing conference thus no issues
were identified for due process hearing by the Parties.

The Parents filed this complaint for due process on May 29, 2014. A request to set a
prehearing conference date was sent to the Parties on May 30, 2014 with suggested dates
for the prehearing conference.
