FINAL DECISION AND ORDER

ISSUES:

Counsel for the Parents withdrew this complaint prior to the prehearing conference,
hence there were no specific issues set for a due process hearing. The matter was
withdrawn less than one hour before the prehearing conference call; none of the Partics
participated in the conference call.

PROCEDURAL HISTORY:

This matter was filed by the Parents on August 28, 2014, A prehearing conference was
set for September 25, 2014.
