ISSUES:

1. Was the behavior in question caused by, or have a direct and substantial
relationship to the Student’s disability?

5 Was the behavior in question was the result of the direct failure of Board in
implementing the Student’s IEP?

PROCEDURAL HISTORY/SUMMARY:

The Parent filed a Request for Hearing for review of the Board’s manifestation
determination on January 28, 2015. The Hearing Officer was appointed on January 28,
2015 and conducted a Prebearing Conference on January 30, 2015. The hearing was
scheduled for February 19, 2015. On February 17, 2015, the Parent requested a withdrawal
of the Due Process Complaint without prejudice.
