FINAL DECISION AND ORDER

ISSUES:

1. Was the Board’s functional behavioral analysis appropriate?
2. Ifnot, are Parents an independent functional behavioral analysis at public expense?

PROCEDURAL HISTORY/SUMMARY:

The Board brought the Due Process Complaint and Hearing Request on March 14, 2016.
A Hearing Officer was appointed on March 28, 2016. The Hearing Officer conducted a
Prehearing Conference on April 6, 2016. The parties requested an extension of the
mailing date of the Final Decision so that the parties could engage in mediation. The
request was granted and the mailing date was extended from April 27, 2016 to May 27,
2016 and the hearing was scheduled for May 26, 2016, On May 12, 2016, the Board
withdrew the Hearing Request and requested that the case be dismissed without
prejudice.
