1. Were the Board’s 2014 evaluations appropriate?

2. Ifnot, are Parents entitled to independent educational evaluations at public
expense?

PROCEDURAL HISTORY/SUMMARY:

The Board filed the Due Process Complaint and Request for Hearing on December 2, 2017.
The Hearing Officer was appointed on December 8, 2017 and conducted a Prehearing
Conference on December 14, 2017.
