ISSUES: 
 
1. Is the February 20, 2019 Psychoeducational Evaluation appropriate? 

2. If not, are the Parents entitled to an IEE in the area of neuropsychology at public expense? 

3. Is the February 20, 2019 Academic Achievement Evaluation appropriate? 

4. Is the June 5, 2019 Literacy Skills Evaluation appropriate? 

5. If the answer to Issue 3 and/ or 4 is “no”, are the Parents entitled to an IEE in the area of 
literacy at public expense? 

PROCEDURAL HISTORY/SUMMARY: 
 
The Norwalk Board of Education filed the Due Process Complaint and Request for Hearing on 
July 30, 2019.  The Hearing Officer was appointed on August 1, 2019. A Prehearing Conference 
was noticed for and held on August 26, 2019.
